Brief description of Hull, MA:  Hull is a unique peninsula located on the south side of the Boston Harbor that was settled in 1622 and was one of the three original settlements after Plymouth. Hull has rocky shores that provide a rich diversity of marine life and a fine sandy beach (Nantasket) with significant surf. This is a town that has constructed several wind turbines generating electricity for the residents of Hull and is in the process of obtaining permitting for four more wind turbines to be built on a ledge off the shore.  Hull is a community that has a very active and successful environmental effort ( HYPERLINK "http://www.sustainablesouthshore.org/" http://www.sustainablesouthshore.org/).
